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Reciting a time after a flowery introduction to an A.A. audience W.W. Bauer was heard to say:

I reminded myself of the young rector in the Episcopal Church to which I belonged. He was consecrated Bishop, which, was of course, a great event in the life of a young Episcopal clergyman. After the solemn service of consecration there was a banquet, and the speakers’ table was raised high on a platform so we could all see the new Bishop. He was given some very fine tributes, and when it came to his turn to respond, he said, “I feel like the slightly inebriated gentleman on a bright moonlight night, who walked out onto the middle of a bridge, looked down at the water, saw the moon reflected there, shook his head, and remarked to himself, “How in the hell did I get way up here?”
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
